Bronx, Westchester, and Suffolk will compete throughout April and May in the MoMathlon Middle 
School Math Tournament.  The top two winners from each of the represented boroughs and counties 
will match off in the MoMathlon Tournament of Champions at the National Museum of Mathematics 
(MoMath) in Manhattan in May.  
 
These unique math tournaments allow budding mathematicians to experience the same thrills that 
student athletes receive from their pursuits: challenges, teamwork, refreshments, souvenirs, trophies, 
and memories that will inspire them in high school, college and beyond.
